Berkeley Human Rights Treaty Compliance Reports

Here are some of the topics that the proposed reports cover:
Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR) Report:
· inclusion of Human Rights Articles 55 and 56 of the UN Charter in City Law as the Berkeley Human Rights Ordinance in 1990
· measures taken by Berkeley to protect equal rights for LGBT community; continuing struggle on the national level to promote equality
· concerns about treatment of UC student protestors by UC police
· complaints about arrests of non-violent cop watchers by BPD
· statistics showing relatively high rates of homelessness, arrest, child poverty and obstacles to educational achievement for African-American and Latino residents
· criticism of Berkeley's official treatment of the homeless by way of the Public Commons for Everyone Initiative
· critique of UC's management of the nuclear weapons labs, which help make imaginable a nuclear holocaust and war in general, which has been declared illegal under numerous international treaties
· examples of hate crimes against Arab Americans, Muslims, and other communities
· deportations of Berkeley workers carried out by ICE
· polluted air in West and South Berkeley caused by industrial emissions
Anti-Torture Report (Convention Against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, or CAT):
· actions taken by Berkeley to oppose the California death penalty
· statistics on sexual assault in state prisons and county jails
· official treatment of women prisoners in state prisons and city jail, including the new state ban on shackling pregnant prisoners
· City rules on interrogation and physical restraint of juvenile detainees; analysis of state and DHS and HHS facilities for juvenile immigrant prisoners, and juvenile life without parole sentences
· review of issues around the 2011 state prison hunger strike (the report was drafted in 2011)
· update on federal lawsuits aimed at ending unconstitutional and tortuous treatment of California prisoners
· use of corporal punishment in private schools
· statistics on domestic violence in Berkeley
· analysis by NOBLE, the National Organization of Black Law Enforcement Executives, in light of the murder of Oscar Grant by BART police, about the possibility of racial profiling by BART officers 
· request from Berkeley to the state of California to stop collaborating with Secure Communities
